Where are Mech Labs?

· Basement of Macdonald Eng. Bldg. (one floor below Machine Tool Lab)
When are the Labs Running?

· Tuesday/Thursday 2:30 – 5:30 pm

What are Mech Labs?

· 4 topics:  Thermo, Fluids, Heat Transfer, Vibrations
· 3 lab stations for each topic:  T2, T3, T4, F1, F2, F3, H1, H2, H3, V1, V2, V3
· You only do 2 labs for each topic (you will do 8 labs total before graduating)
· Lab is performed after you have completed related course:  Thermo I, Fluids I, Heat Transfer, Mech III/Dyn. Vib.

· Typically, one topic per semester (2 labs/semester)

How Do I Sign Up for Labs?
· Obtain a sign-up sheet from Amar Sabih’s door (ENGMD 365)

· You and your partner complete one sign-up sheet

· Only use one sheet per team. Adhere carefully to instructions on the form.
· Special requests:  “We don’t want to do labs near midterms or near Finals” is a NOT valid request.
· If you do not have a partner, just leave partner section blank.  We will then match you to a partner.
· Return to Amar Sabih’s door (ENGMD 365)

When Do I Register for Mech-362?
· In the semester you complete the labs and intend to write the final.

How Do I Obtain a Lab Manual?

· Go to ENGMD 461, politely ask Ms. Irène Cartier for a copy (free).
If I have a Lab Manual from last year, should I take a new one?

· No.  TA will give you copies of pages that have changed when you come for pre-Lab.
When Do Labs Start?

· Labs start Sept. 20 (pre-labs for that day and for Sept. 22 will meet on Sept. 15; all other pre-labs are one week before lab)
How do I find out when my lab is scheduled?

· Consult schedule bulletin board, posted in Mech Lab area.
· Posted time is for the actual Lab (not pre-Lab).
· You MUST come one week earlier for pre-Lab.
· You should have already read the relevant section of Lab Manual before coming to pre-Lab.
Example:

· If you are scheduled to perform Lab V3 on Thursday, Nov. 3
· On Thursday, Oct. 27 at you must be at V3 at the time posted on Mech Lab bulletin board
(Exception: There are no exceptions during fall term.)

· 50% mark deduction on lab grade for not showing up at pre-Lab.
When do I prepare my Lab Report?
· As much as possible, before coming to perform lab
· Lab Report must be submitted during 3 hour session
How are Labs Graded?

What is the Final Exam Like?

· Final exam is a computer graded exam (T-F, multiple choice, etc.).  You will only answer questions regarding the labs you actually performed. You are permitted to bring the Lab Manual and copies of your lab reports.
